The Chief’s Ministry’s focus is in leading the chiefs of 
Malawi toward faith in Jesus Christ, and in training them 
to be godly and wise leaders in their communities.

Amos Chibasa is the gifted and passionate leader of 
the Chief’s Ministry, which is part of the nationwide 
Evangelical Association of Malawi (EAM).

Through regional conferences, workshops, and direct 
one-on-one training, chiefs are coached and discipled. 
Training covers things like godly leadership principles, 
countering harmful cultural and ritualistic practices, 
community health, hygiene, HIV/AIDS, and malaria 
prevention and treatment. These and other Christian-
based training provides the tools that rural chiefs in 
these extremely poor communities desperately need 
and enthusiastically appreciate.
